The minutes of the previous committee meeting were approved.

Treasurer, Kathy King, reported that the books are in good shape and bill payments are up to date.  The STD has $51,091.43 in checking and $195,963.46 in the bank.   The treasurer will verify the mode of payment for the drainage project in accordance with the town charter.  Additionally, she will contact the town’s auditor to determine the feasibility of obtaining accounting help as needed, and will report her findings to the committee at the next meeting.
OLD BUSINESS

1. Parking Marshal, Eleanor Dillon, reported little parking activity.  She had requests from non residents of the STD for parking permits which were refused.


2. Daley Lane:  The repair of the broken boards at the Oakmont Ave. entrance is completed.  Only minimal maintenance will be performed on Daley Lane because of pending disruptive activity relating to the Drainage Project.  Ms. King will continue to follow this and matters related to the drainage project.


3. Drainage Project:  The easement particulars will be sent to Ms. King.  When signed, the particulars will be sent to Montgomery County, and then out for bid.  The start of the project is projected to stare in January or February.  The placement of plantings will go out for bid this month.
4. WSSC Project:  WSSC will scrape Oak Place and install temporary patches as needed pending completion of the drainage project to avoid unnecessary duplicate work.

5. Town Picnic:  Planning is underway for the town picnic under the organization of Ruth Roe and Brian Porto.  The date has been set for Saturday, October 4—rain date Sunday October 5.  The site will be Daley Lane, as it has been in the past.  Flyers will be distributed two weeks prior (one delivery) and information will be posted to the web site.  The street will be blocked as is required by the Oakmont charter.  Ms. King will order T shirts, probably 120 extra large plus some children’s sizes, based on the design provided by David Roe for sale at the picnic.  A tradition will be initiated of giving T shirts to newcomers to the community.  An engraved clock was purchased by Ms. King for David Roe for presentation during the picnic in recognition of his outstanding service to the community.


6. Ed Veazey summarized for the committee an explanation and history of the taxes affecting the STD.  He will post on the Oakmont website an explanation of the tax structure during October.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Ms. Dillon will obtain and distribute to the residents a Home Guide to Emergency Preparedness.
The next meeting of the Committee is scheduled for October 14, 2003
