The minutes of the previous committee meeting were read and approved.

The Treasurer’s report was presented and briefly discussed.

OLD BUSINESS

1. The Parking Marshall, Eleanor Dillon, reported that two new cars are in the community and that parking stickers will be provided.  Temporary parking permits will be updated and reissued as needed.

2. The ongoing Drainage Project/Raingarden was discussed.  There was a meeting attended by Kathy King and Irwin Faibisch with the involved county officials and the contractor and engineering firm on June 20 to discuss details.  It was noted that a payment bond might be needed--Montgomery County pays upon completion.

3. The newly elected officers will present themselves for swearing-in on August 1, pending proof of having been duly elected.

NEW BUSINESS

4. Maintenance of Daley Lane was discussed.  In particular, the broken wooden ramp at the north end was noted.  It was decided that a temporary repair is needed because of possible OSTD liability for which a maximum expenditure of $100 was authorized.  Action:  Irwin Faibisch will perform or arrange for a temporary repair.
