Attendees:  Committee:  Kathy King, Chairman; Ed Veazey, Treasurer; and Irwin Faibisch, Secretary. also attending, Laurens Van der Tak and Eleanor Dillon.
OLD BUSINESS

1. The minutes of the previous committee meeting were read and approved with one correction.

2. Storm Drainage Report:  Chairman King provided a summary of progress to date.
3. Treasurers Report:  Deferred, pending receipt of the pending bank statement.  Transfer of the responsibilities of the previous Treasurer, Ms. King to Mr. Veazey is in process.  Ms. King advised that the Tessa invoice is payable—OSTD pays Tessa and is reimbursed by the county.   Application for a line of credit to cover any contingencies is pending.
4. Parking Marshall Report.  No activity to report.
5. Daley Lane Status:  Construction is continuing.  Julian Van der Tak has been asked to mow the grass.  It was noted that the gravel in place is a temporary condition.
6. Laurens Van der Tak advised that WSSC will start installation of the curbs in 2 – 3 weeks.  Expect completion in mid July.  
NEW BUSINESS

1. The request by the Hubers of 5601 Oak Place to install a circular driveway was discussed. It was noted that their lot is a single 50 foot wide lot on which a circular driveway may not be feasible.  A permit will be required from the county.  Ms King will follow-up.
Also, David King at 5611 Oak Place has indicated a desire for a circular driveway.  Since the King lot is double, the committee sees no objection, assuming county approval.     
2. The Andersons of 5614 Oak Place have indicated a desire for a sidewalk.  No application to the committee has been received to date.  It was noted that a sidewalk would be on the county easement and a county permit would be required.  Faibisch will discuss with M/M Anderson.
