OLD BUSINESS

1. The minutes of the previous committee meeting were read and approved with one change.

2. Treasurers Report:  Ed Veazey provided a Treasurer’s P&L Statement. July 1 through October 18 (attached), The October 18 Total Income was $43,830.96; Total Expense was $90,813.43 = Net Ordinary Income -$46,982.47.  This is offset by the Wachovia loan of $50,000 yielding Net income of $3017.53.  Ed reported that the annual audit is in process.

3. Parking:  Ms. Dillon reported no new parking activity.   

4. Storm Drainage Report:  CChairman King provided a status report. The previously approved  proposal to reimburse people who paid for their own driveway apron repairs, based on the sidewalk portion only, have been calculated per Doug Lohmeyer of Montgomery Consulting, based on the number of square feet needing repair, as follows:

It was moved and passed that reimbursement would be made at the foregoing rates.

5. Daley Lane:  It was agreed that contracting for needed landscaping would be deferred until all financial issues are resolved.

6. Re access to NIH:  Marilyn Mazuzan reported that she has worked with Tom Gallagher of NIH, and that people will have walking access to Metro via the Center Drive (Greentree) entrance and will be subject to search and identity verification.
