OLD BUSINESS

1. Minutes of the June 12, 2005 committee meeting were reviewed and approved with one correction, regarding the available balance in the Oakmont Bank account (see below). 
2. Treasurers Report:  Kathy King and Ase Sewall provided a Treasurer’s P&L Statement, through July 12, 2005.  Ase pointed out that the meeting minutes from June incorrectly interpreted the available balance.  The account balance through June 14 was approximately $80232.  Ase paid $30,000 of the $50,000 loan from Wachovia.  The Balance through July 12 is approximately $56,800.  
3. Ase Sewall indicated that the County did not reimburse Oakmont residents correctly for the payment of fees.  
4. Ase reported that a custom financial report that she prepared shows a significant increase in income and expenses.  
5. Ase will contact the Accountant to conduct the annual audit of Oakmont finances.  
6. NIH Report.  Marilyn Mazuzan was not present.  
7. Parking:  Eleanor reported that there was no new news on parking issues.  
8. Traffic Report.  Mike Kitzinger was not present so this issue was deferred.  
9. Daley Lane:  The Committee agreed to continue working on getting cost estimates for landscaping of Daley Lane, with a goal of completing this work before the town picnic in the fall.  Action: Laurens van der Tak will get estimates from Mark Willcher, Landscape Architect, and American Plant Food for the landscaping and maintenance.  Laurens will ask Scott Simmons of J&S Contractors if they can fix the stop sign.

10. Daley Lane:  a proposal was received from Elizabeth Wells, a neighborhood teen, offering to do landscaping in Daley Lane, primarily weeding and mulching of the planters.  It was agreed to have them conduct the weeding and mulching, but not the planting, pending input from a landscaper.

11. Drainage Project:  Kathy King reported that the County was requiring As-Built drawings to be prepared to release the retainage for final payment.  Kathy was having trouble reaching Dewberry & Davis to have the As-Builts prepared.

12. House knockdowns:  Fran Faibisch indicated that she’d had some difficulty getting a hold of of Barbara Moskowitz to get the subcommittee working on this subject.  However, she reported that the house next to the Faibisch’s on Oak Place is up for sale as a knockdown.  It was also mentioned that Chevy Chase has proposed a moratorium on knockdown’s.  
13. Kathy King reported that she’d received a letter from Doug Lohmeyer looking into whether there’s an easy solution to the issue of drainage in the Levy’s backyard.  She has asked Doug to obtain a cost estimate for the recommended solution.  The committee was divided on whether to proceed with this additional work as it appears to be very isolated drainage issue associated with large storm events, which many other residents experience as well.
14. The issue raised last month on whether the town web site should host a community bulletin board was deferred.  Action: Irv Faibisch would check with Dave Roe about why the current bulletin board is not operational.
