Minutes—Committee Meeting of june 14, 2005

OLD BUSINESS

1. Review and approval of the minutes of the May 2005 committee meeting was deferred to the next meeting. 
2. Treasurers Report:  Kathy King and Ase Sewall provided a Treasurer’s P&L Statement, through June 14.  The account balance is approximately $80,250, which includes the $50,000 loan from Wachovia.  
3. Ase Sewall indicated that the County was paid about $16,000 for reimbursement of tax refunds.  Payments were also made for storage facilities and for snow removal services.  

4. Snow removal services was asked hourly rates to cover snow removal from sidewalks, with snow blowers, should we decide to move ahead with providing that service.
5. Kathy King reported that a bill has been sent to the County for approximately $19,000 representing their half of the storm drainage construction retainage of $38,000 owed to Tessa Construction.  When we’re paid by the County, we will pay Tessa Construction.  Also, Kathy indicated that there’s a dispute with the County over about $3,400 in back payments [Note: a letter was received from the County, dated June 20, 2005, indicating that they will release the remaining retainage ($3,383.66) upon completion of “record drawings” certified by the design engineer.] Action: Kathy King will have Doug Lohmeyer follow up with the County.

6. The Committee decided to instruct Ase Sewall to pay off $30,000 of the $50,000 loan from Wachovia bank, with the goal of paying off the remainder as funds allow this calendar year.

7. NIH Report.  Marilyn Mazuzan was not present.  It was indicated that there’s no new news on NIH.
8. Parking:  Eleanor reported that there was no new news on parking issues.  
9. Traffic Report.  Mike Kitzinger was not present so this issue was deferred.  Irv Faibisch asked what was known about the origin of the speed limit sign that was left in his yard.  It was guessed that this was supposed to be attached to one of the new speed bump signs.  Action: Kathy King would ask Doug Lohmeyer if he knew anything about this.
10. Daley Lane:  The Committee agreed to continue working on getting cost estimates for landscaping of Daley Lane, with a goal of completing this work before the town picnic in the fall.  Related items are that the stop sign has been knocked down, and we need to reestablish a contract for routine maintenance.  Action: Laurens van der Tak will get estimates from Mark Willcher, Landscape Architect, and American Plant Food for the landscaping and maintenance.  Laurens will ask Scott Simmons of J&S Contractors if they can fix the stop sign.

11. The issue of house knockdowns, raised initially, at the Annual Town Meeting was raised.  It was reconfirmed that a subcommittee made up of Barbara Moskowitz, Donna Baden and Fran Faibisch will look into this issue.
NEW BUSINESS

1. Kathy King reported that there’s still an issue of drainage in the Levy’s backyard.  She has asked Doug Lohmeyer to look into whether there’s an easy solution to the issue.  
2. The issue was raised whether the town web site should host a community bulletin board, which Alexander Baden has offered to set up.  Action: Irv Faibisch would check with Dave Roe about why the current bulletin board is not operational.
