Attendees:  Committee:  Irwin Faibisch, Chairman; Kathy King, Treasurer; and laurens van der tak, Secretary.  also attending: Ed Veazey; Ase Sewall; Marilyn Mazuzan; Eleanor Dillon; and mike kitzinger.
OLD BUSINESS

1. The minutes of the previous committee meeting were read and approved. 
2. Treasurers Report:  Kathy King and Ed Veazey provided a Treasurer’s P&L Statement, through May 4.  The account balance is approximately $23,700, which includes the $50,000 loan from Wachovia.  
3. Ase Sewall, acting in her new role as the paid treasurer for Oakmont, will ask utility companies to readdress their bills to her home so that there’s less delay associated with picking up mail at the Post Office.  

4. Ed Veazey is leaving Oakmont, moving on May 23-24.  Ed, as outgoing treasurer, has paid all outstanding bills in his possession.  Ed has faxed the County our latest tax rate, approved at the annual town meeting in April.

5. Committee members were paid their salary ($1200) at the end of their term, including Kathy King, Irwin Faibisch and Ed Veazey.
6. The County has been refunding fees to the Oakmont Special Taxing District, but also sent us a check which Ase will refund to the County.  The County provides a similar service to other towns, i.e. eliminating charges to individual residents (e.g. solid waste charge and water quality protection charge), which are then paid directly by the town.  Action: Ase Sewall and Laurens van der Tak will investigate further.
7. Kathy King reported that there’s still a $38,000 retainage for the storm drainage project that we have not paid Tessa Construction.  The County will pay us half the retainage after we satisfy their conditions, which is primarily getting as-built drawings prepared and sealed by the engineer. Action: Kathy King will follow up with the County.
8. NIH Report.  Marilyn Mazuzan reported that the NIH Master Plan is out.  The security fence will reportedly be operational in July.
9. Parking:  Eleanor reported that there are problems on Oakmont Ave. because of truck parking preventing some vehicles, e.g., school busses, from passing.  Mike Kitzinger reported that there was a car hit on Oakmont a few days after the Town Meeting.  Mike would go to the County to see what alternatives there are regarding construction vehicle traffic.
10. Daley Lane:  The Committee discussed renovations and maintenance of Daley Lane, and funding therefor.  Conclusion: although there is sufficient money to pay for the job, the Committee concluded that it would be better to pay down the outstanding obligations and get estimates on the costs of renovating the area as a future activity.  Elements of the plan are to remove the grass, provide native groundcover, provide ornamental plantings in the planters, provide native noninvasive plantings in the bioretention facility, and replace the benches.  Action: Laurens van der Tak will get estimates from Mark Willcher, Landscape Architect, and American Plant Food.

NEW BUSINESS

1. A motion was put on the table for Laurens van der Tak to purchase new road barricades, prior to the picnic in the fall.
2. The issue was raised whether the web site should be supplemented with hard copies to be sure we are reaching out to all citizens.  
3. Marilyn Mazuzan indicated that her neighbor’s driveway, at 5509 Oakmont Avenue (they are not in the Oakmont Special Taxing District), was reportedly damaged by the snowplow contractor.  Marilyn was requested that they ask for a formal written request, if they are seeking damages.
