OLD BUSINESS

1. Treasurers Report:  Kathy King was not present. Ase Sewall provided a Treasurer’s Statement for the Transactions by Account, with the ending balance, for the period of October 20 to November 7, 2005.  The account balance through the end of that period, was $43,866.    
2. Ase paid the following:

· Dewberry & Davis for completing the As-Built drawings for the Drainage Project.
· ERM to host the web site for 6 months.

· Snow services a retainer for a snow removal

3. Significant anticipated expenses in the upcoming month are:

· Final payment to Tessa Construction for about $9,000.  Montgomery County owes Oakmont a balance of about $19,000 for their share of the project.

· Payment of $13,000 to $15,000 to American Plant Food for landscaping on Daley Lane.
4. Ase distributed the final annual audit of Oakmont finances that was submitted by Bill Tayman, our Accountant.  The audit was submitted on time, by the October 31, 2005, deadline.  Ase reported that Bill Tayman believes we will be in compliance of all requirements, unlike the violations that were incurred in 2004.  The cost of the audit was about $2200.

5. Ase indicated that Wachovia Bank is still asking for payment of $1000 late fee on payment of loan.  She would contact them to get this rescinded.

6. NIH Report.  Marilyn Mazuzan reported that Tom Gallagher has left as chair of the NIH committee.  A new person has taken over.  All the gates on the new fence are now fully operational.  Access via South Drive is allowed Monday through Friday, if you get a pass.  They currently are working on a noise abatement study. 

7. Suburban Hospital Report.  Marilyn said that the hospital plans to expand and is reviewing its options.  No action yet.
8. Parking:  Eleanor said she had handed out one parking sticker.  There are no known issues.

9. House knockdowns:  

· Irwin Faibisch indicated that he’d written a letter to the Douglas Construction Company (attached), who are planning a knockdown at 5516 Oak Place asking for their cooperation. 

· Irwin indicated that he has asked Knopf to research the mechanics for the town to obtain notification from the County and to require that builders obtain bonds to repair damages to the roads, curbs and sidewalks of the town.  

· Irwin indicated that he would write a letter to the County Planning Commission requesting that the Town be kept informed about knockdowns in Oakmont, and about 5516 Oak Place, in particular.
