OLD BUSINESS

1. September committee meeting was replaced by an organizational meeting for the Town Picnic, which was held on September 10.  No meeting minutes were produced (the Secretary did not attend).  
2. Treasurers Report:  Kathy King and Ase Sewall provided a Treasurer’s Statement in a new format that provides Transactions by Account, with the ending balance, for the period of August and September, 2005.  The account balance through September 27, 2005, was $40,681.  A separate transactions statement was provided through October 19, 2005, with a balance of $41,598.  
3. Ase paid remaining $20,000 plus interest on the $50,000 loan from Wachovia..  Ase indicated that Wachovia had brought up $1000 late charge, for the first time, when she went to pay it off.  She did not pay the late charge, telling Bank staff that it had not been mentioned in previous communications.
4. Significant anticipated expenses in the upcoming month are the final payment to Tessa Construction for about $19,000 and about $3000 to be paid to Dewberry for completing the As-Built drawings for the Drainage Project, as required by Montgomery County for them to release their cost share retainage on the project.
5. Ase expressed concern that not as much revenue had accrued compared to years past.  In 2004, Oakmont got a $29,000 deposit in September from the County.  Laurens indicated that he was 2-3 weeks behind picking up the mail from the Post Office, so that might be where some of the revenue checks are.

6. Payment to EMR for the web site maintenance was discussed.  It was agreed that only 6 months of the maintenance would be paid, even though we’d been invoiced ahead for 1 year.

7. Maintaining participation in the Maryland Municipal League (MML) was discussed.  It was decided that the over $300 membership did not bring Oakmont any tangible benefits, so we would drop our membership.  

8. Ase has contacted Bill Tayman, our Accountant, to conduct the annual audit of Oakmont finances.  He was given the July 29, 2005, letter from the County indicating that we were in violation of audit requirements with our 2004 submission and would work to avoid any violations in 2005.  The cost of the audit is expected to be about $2200.
9. Daley Lane: Kathy King has an estimate for $1,500 for tree removal.  She has asked Scott Simmons of J&S Contractors for an estimate for carpentry work to fix 4 benches, 1 light post and the pergola.

10. NIH Report.  Marilyn Mazuzan was not present so this issue was deferred.  There are no known issues.
11. Parking:  Eleanor was not present so this issue was deferred.  There are no known issues.
12. Traffic Report.  Mike Kitzinger was not present so this issue was deferred.  There are no known issues.
NEW BUSINESS
1. House knockdowns:  Irwin Faibisch put a motion on the table that would require notification and approval of building permits issued in Oakmont.  Laurens indicated that review of building permits would entail hiring an engineer.  Discussion centered on the need to work with the County to determine how such a notification process would be implemented.  Action: Irv will ask Knopf to research the mechanics for the town to obtain notification from the County and to require that builders obtain bonds to repair damages to the roads, curbs and sidewalks of the town.  Laurens and Kathy indicated their preference that such a change be put to a vote by the town residents at the town meeting in April or a special meeting beforehand.  
2. Need to line up meeting space at Ayrlawn.  Action: Laurens will call YMCA.
3. Need to make plans for leaf pickup.
