OLD BUSINESS

1. Treasurers Report:  Ase Sewall provided a Treasurer’s Statement for the Transactions by Account, with the ending balance, for the period of December 13, 2005 to January 10, 2006.  The account balance through the end of that period, was $47,671.02.    
2. Ase paid the following:

· Maryland Municipal League.
· Bethke Landscaping
· Snow services a retainer for a snow removal

3. NIH Report.  Marilyn Mazuzan was not present.  Irwin spoke to her before the meeting and their was no NIH news to report.
4. Suburban Hospital Report.  No news.
5. Daley Lane.  

· Kathy spoke to Doug Lohmeyer.  There was still a discrepancy of about $100 in the amount owed to Tessa Construction, which is about $19,000.  We have been paid by Montgomery County.

· Kathy asked Scott Simmons about the cost estimate for improvements to Daley Lane benches, etc.

· We have paid American Plant Food for the landscaping of Daley Lane.  

· Kathy has asked American Plant Food for a cost estimate for maintenance of the landscaping on Daley Lane.

· Kathy King indicated that she’d received a letter from the Kitzingers asking Oakmont to preserve the character of the Town. 

6. Parking:  Eleanor said she had handed out one parking pass to the builder at 5516 Oak Place.  There are no known issues.

7. House knockdowns:  

· Irwin Faibisch indicated that he’d be picking up plans for the new house under construction at 5516 Oak Place.
· Irwin indicated that he was still waiting for Knopf to deliver their findings on the mechanics for the town to obtain notification from the County and to require that builders obtain bonds to repair damages to the roads, curbs and sidewalks of the town.  

8. Snow Services:

· Ase reported that billing issues have been resolved.

· Feedback from citizens was that Snow Services should be asked to apply less salt when then clear sidewalks.

NEW BUSINESS
1. Ara Casey, Director of Friends of Ayrlawn Park (FoAP), briefed the Oakmont Citizens Committee on plans for Ayrlawn Park.  The Park came due for renovation with the Maryland National Capital Park and Planning Commission (MNCPPC).  A citizens group was formed, FAP, to try to double funds from MNCPPC towards improvements to the playground.  Their target is to raise $50,000.  Installation of the new facilities is planned for this Spring.  FoAP board is made up of 9 members, plus the Ayrlawn Citizens Association.  ACA contributed $3,500 towards the effort.  That level will result in a bench being dedicated to ACA.
2. Following Ms. Casey’s departure, the Oakmont Citizens’ Committee voted to contribute to the Ayrlawn Park fundraising effort at the $3,500 level.
