OLD BUSINESS

Treasurer’s Report 

We have a balance of $13,361.65 primarily from taxes received from the County.  Expenses for the last month have all been routine.

The annual audit should be completed by the end of this month. 

Refund of solid waste/water quality fees  

We owe residents a letter clarifying how they can get a refund of this fee.

Action Item:  David Levy will write the letter and distribute it to residents.

NIH/Suburban Hospital  

NIH confirmed that the perimeter buses are funded for another year.

Picnic  

Ase and David have not yet received all the bills from the picnic; those need to be submitted soon.  We discussed payment of the two boys who supervised the Moon Bounce and agreed to pay each of them $8/hour for the four hours they worked subject to checking with Ruth Roe to see if she promised them a different amount. 


Action Item:  David will speak with Ruth about this.

Insurance
David spoke with the man from the County who manages insurance for towns.  He noted that our current coverage does not include Directors and Officers liability although it should.  We may also want to increase other coverage.  We will soon get a more detailed analysis of our insurance needs to help us decide what additional coverage to buy.

Oakmont website 

We reviewed cost and other information from Edit.com and agreed we should use their services.  Edit.com does not host the site themselves, but Alex Baden is starting a small hosting business and would like to do this for Oakmont. 

Action Item:  Barbara will call Alex to ask for a proposal and to discuss whether he is also interested in serving as our website editor.

Action Item:  Each Committee member will review pages of the current site and come to the next meeting with suggestions on how the material should be updated.

Building ordinance  

Laurens spoke with Mike Cicero from Drummond, an STD with 42 homes.  Drummond’s charter (from 1916) has some building standards in it, but these were thought to have been superseded by County standards passed later.  Drummond passed a new ordinance as a means of being able to enforce its standards.   Their ordinance is very similar to what we want to institute, so we will edit it to meet our needs.

Action Item:  Laurens will try to get an electronic copy of the Drummond ordinance and forward it to Committee members.

Daley Lane lights

All four bulbs were burned out in the Daley Lane street lights.  In the course of changing the bulbs, Laurens noted there is stray current that poses a danger.  


Action Item:  Laurens will get an estimate from one or two electricians to fix these lights.

NEW BUSINESS
Leaf and snow removal

We agreed to continue using Snow Services (now called Snow Movers) to shovel our streets, but we will not have sidewalks shoveled this year.  We will continue our contract with Bethke to pick up leaves.


Action Item:  Laurens will call Snow Movers to get a new contract.
