OLD BUSINESS

Minutes

We reviewed the minutes from the May 15 meeting and approved them.

Treasurer’s Report 

Current balance is $33,874.22.  All expenses were ordinary except for the tree removal at 5616 Oak Place, which cost $3100.

PEPCO is conducting an official audit of a $700+ bill we received from them that seems out of line with our usual expenses.  They will “get back to us in 4-8 weeks.”

NIH/Suburban Report

Suburban Hospital has final plans for its expansion and is seeking approval from the County.  The residents of Huntington Terrace remain opposed to the project.

Regarding Walter Reed, the EIS is expected probably in July.  The NIH Community Liaison Committee is keeping an eye on this project.

Parking Marshal Report

Irv created a windshield note to be used in notifying car owners that they are parking in violation of Oakmont permit rules.  This note has already proved effective in getting people to pay greater attention to the parking restrictions.

Irv will call the County Department of Public Works and Transportation to request the missing No U-Turn sign by the fire station on Old Georgetown Road be replaced.

Building ordinance  

Minor modifications to the ordinance were discussed.  The Committee again discussed the purpose of the Ordinance and agreed that additional changes are needed to further clarify the fact that Oakmont is not intending to create new law, but rather to give the community a way to ensure that existing County rules are observed.  David will make some additional changes.

Picnic

No one has stepped forward to chair the picnic, and Ruth Gold, who has been involved for many years, has said she would rather someone else take on the task this year.  The Committee will continue to look for “volunteers.”

NEW BUSINESS
New Subdivision in Alta Vista

The Committee received notification and plans for the County on a new subdivision planned for the site of the Heart House on the east side Old Georgetown Road just north of Cedar Lane.  The site has been sold to developers who plan to construct single family and attached houses on 37 lots.  The Committee will study the plans further and write a letter to the County noting our concerns.  These include: 

1. Inadequate parking

2. Increased traffic on already very crowded Old Georgetown and Cedar

3. Inadequate access for emergency vehicles to many of the homes (particularly those on lots 1-9 and 32-37)

4. Excess density

Insurance

The bill for our town insurance will be due soon, and we need to determine what, if any, changes we will make to our coverage.

County Capital Improvement Program

The County is holding its annual budget meeting on capital construction for our area on June 18.  We will write a letter indicating our desire to add bathroom facilities to well-used County parks such as Ayrlawn.

ACTION ITEMS:

1. Irv will call the county about replacing the missing No U-turn sign on Old Georgetown.

2. Barbara will send David an electronic copy of the most recent draft of the Building Ordinance for his editing.

3. David will talk to Laurens about using Montgomery Consulting for help in putting together a scope of work for the concrete project and to the neighbors affected by the sidewalk expansion.

4. Pat will write up something about composting for our website to encourage residents to do more composting and notify them that containers are available from the County.

5. David will make additional changes to the Building Ordinance to clarify our intent.

6. David will show Laurens the Alta Vista subdivision plans for his comments.

7. Barbara will call the County to determine the date by which comments on Alta Vista are due.

8. Pat and David will discuss insurance coverage and reach some decision.

9. David will write the County regarding adding bathroom facilities to County parks.
